Word of Encouragement
Hope

Hope is the confidence and expectation of future bless-
ings. Hope is based on the faithfulness of God to keep His
promise. Believers don't hope for eternal life they already
have it through faith in Christ. We continue to hope in the
redemption of our bodies at the resurrection or the rapture
of the church. While on earth we should also anticipate all
the blessings God promised us in time and eternity. Many
believers are going through a great deal of depression in
their lives and never enjoy the Christian life.

Depression is sadness and can cause loss of sleep, loss of
appetite, oversleeping, and loss of interest in things we
once enjoyed. These are just some results of depression.
The depressed person faces problems which seem like
there are no solutions. The depressed person says: “There
is no escape’, “things will never get better”, “I will always be
alone,”“no one cares about me”, and so on until he think
there is no hope. Some problems that trigger depression
are feeling without purpose, losing a job, feeling rejected,
experiencing a lost or disappointment, negative behavior

from yourself, and maybe a financial set-back.

| remember when | was living a life of crime. | couldn’t
change my negative behavior. | wanted to change but
didn't have the power to do it. | found myself back in jail
often. The first few days in jail | just slept. | couldn’t believe
that | was back in jail after getting out last week. | was so
frustrated with myself because | continued in the same
behavior patterns. It wasn't until | came to Christ that |
found hope.

When a person receives Christ as savior he receives the
indwelling Holy Spirit who desires to control his life. The
Holy Spirit provides the power to change. The word of God
provides the mind for change. When the believer walks

in the Spirit, by having no unconfessed sins in his life, and
learns daily, thinks, and applies the word of God to his life,
he changes.

After salvation (faith in Christ), God’s plan is that we grow
to spiritual maturity through learning, thinking, and ap-
plication of His word. It is through application of His word
that we glorify Him. We can have total confidence that if
we persist in fulfilling God'’s objective for our lives after
salvation, that our future will be glorious. We will have
problems and it will seem like conditions will never im-
prove, but always know that God is faithful to His word.
He wants us to trust Him because it matters to Him what
we're going through.

Grace Prison Ministries: Overview

Grace Prison Ministries is incorporated in the
State of Tennessee as a Christian, non-profit organization.
We are a non-denominational ministry focusing on chang-
ing the lives of prisoners through evangelism and sound
Bible teaching. We endeavor to restore individuals one
by one, thereby making a positive contribution to our
neighborhoods and our society.

Our Mission:

In obedience to the command of Our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ:

“Go ther efore and mak e disciples of all the nations
teaching themt oobser veallthatlc ommandedy ou...
- (Matthew 28:19a, 20a)

We have the following objectives:

1. Evangelize the unbeliever with the simple grace
gospel: salvation by “faith alone in Christ alone.” With this
in mind, our primary job is to make the gospel as clear as
possible, without gimmicks and without imposing our per-
sonal views on anyone. Rather, we leave the gospel matter
between God the Holy Spirit and the person. Our duty is to
present the gospel and leave the decision “to believe” or “to
reject” solely to the individual.

2. Assist those who have responded positively to the
Gospel in the following manner:

a)  Encourage and help them form study groups.

b) Teach them sound Bible doctrine, provide
Bibles and doctrinal materials such as Bible
teaching on CD, and written literature which will
enable them to fulfill the command to “grow in grace
and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ”
(2 Peter 3:18a); thus enabling them to re-enter society
as productive citizens and good role models.

c¢) Assist those who possess the spiritual gift of
pastor-teacher to obtain study Bibles and
resources to help them prepare so they may



minister effectively to others both during their stay in
prison and upon release.

d) Direct believers upon release to a doctrinally sound
local Church or study group.

e) Direct the poor but positive believer, with a
teaching gift, to acquire seminary training.

3. To assist inmates, upon release from custody, who are
homeless and jobless.

a)  Network with employers to assist with jobs so they
can become self-sustaining.

b) Direct those released from incarceration to grace-
oriented transition housing where Bible doctrine is
the cornerstone of a structured environment.

4. To assist the needy as God provides and directs us. These
may include but are not limited to:

a)  Provision of food.
b)  Provision of clothing.

5. Occasionally hold crusades in prisons that we have
visited inviting guest evangelists and pastors. Giving those
who have the call, to serve the Lord in prisons, an opportu-
nity to serve.

6. To write periodic reports to update our associates
regarding our ministry.

Biography

Keithian L. Starling is a native of Albany, Georgia and grew up in a
single-parent home in a poor neighborhood of drugs, gangs, and
violence. Keithian was so far behind in his work to pass the eighth grade.
Due to constant incarceration, he dropped out of school. He turned to a
life of drug dealing, partying and crime. He spent most of his young adult
life incarcerated.

In 2000, while incarcerated in Albany, Georgia, he prayed and asked God
to reveal His ways to him and a few days later he had the privilege of
receiving books by R.B. Theime Jr. from Ernest Smith of Lost & Found
Ministries. Mr. Smith is a member of Albany Bible Church. These books
opened Keithian'’s eyes to salvation—by grace, through faith—and how to
live the unique spiritual life through the power of the Spirit and the word of
God. When he understood the doctrine of “Faith alone in Christ alone, the
confession of sins & keep moving, faith-rest, the filling of the Holy Spirit,
and other doctrines taught by R.B. Theime Jr.,, he became a lover of truth
and burdened for those suffering for lack of truth.

In 2004, Keithian got his G.E.D and started attending a community college. He then sensed the call by God to
enrollin seminary through extension at Tyndale Theological Seminary in order to be a better trained minister of
the Word.

From July 2004 to August 2006, Keithian worked for Nanze Spings Water Company as a salesman. While
working at this company his daily route brought him in contact with many who needed the gospel. This
kindled his desire to do full-time mission work. He began to see what the Lord meant by “the harvest is
plentiful but the laborers are few.”

In August 2006, Keithian moved to Nashville, Tennessee to partner with Moses C. Onwubiko, founder of Grace
Evangelistic Ministries. While working for Grace Evangelistic Ministries and reading many letters from prison-
ers all over the world, Keithian sensed the call by God to go back into the prisons, jails and detention centers,
taking them the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ and sound Bible teaching. Therefore he incorporated Grace
Prison Ministries.

Currently, Keithian teaches weekly at two Nashville jails and one prison. He travels to youth detention centers,
jails and prisons in Georgia, Tennessee, Louisiana, Florida and wherever God opens the door. Keithian shares
our Lord’s heart for the lost, and especially for prisoners. He has already walked a mile in their shoes and knows
that the only way for them to change is by becoming new creatures in Christ and renewing their minds. The
grace and love of God has transformed his life and now he is reaching out to share the truth that set him free.
